Budget Hearing Testimony 
Donald A. Dellow 

President 

The following is Dr. Dellow’s testim- 
ony before a group of concerned 
citizens and legislators brought 
together by Assemblyman James 
Tallon to discuss the impact of the 
Governor's proposed budget cuts. 
Assemblyman Tallon and fellow 

panel members, I welcome this oppor- 
tunity to share with you the impact of 
Governor Cuomo’s budget proposal on 
Broome Community College and the 
services we Offer. 
The prestigious Hudson Institute 

recently completed a devastating pre- 
diction on how demographics and 
technolgy will effect our country in the 
next few years. They remind us that: 

Education and training are the 
primary systems by which the human 
capital of a nation is preserved and 
increased.....Even more than such 
closely watched indicators as the rate 
of investment in plant and equip- 
ment, human capital formation plays 
a direct role in how fast the economy 
can grow. (Workforce 2000, p. 116) 
They go on to say: 

“..a century ago, high school edu- 
cation was thought to be superfluous 
for factory workers and a college 
degree was the mark of an aca- 
demic or a lawyer. Between now 
and the year 2000, for the first time 
in history, a majority of all new jobs 
will require post-secondary educa- 
om, (Dello )its 

Money spent for education has 
always been an investment in the future. 
It is no less today. The Workforce 2000 
report and countiess other studies, 
including that of Assemblyman Tallon’s 
own workforce report for New York 
State, warn of the impending need for 
more and better trained workers. How 
can the Governor then propose that the 
entire SUNY system must be downsized 
and provide fewer services and serve 
fewer students? 

The Governor's budget proposal hits 
BCC very hard. Because we are on the 
border of Pennsylvania, we have served 
countless thousands of students from that

state. They paid double tuition to offset 
their out-of-state costs and many joined 
our workforce and became taxpayers 

of Broome County. The Governor's cut, 
by nearly one-half, of state aid for any 

out of state students will cut our funding 
by over 200,000 dollars. If we knew we 
were going to be penalized for provid- 
ing service to our area, we might have 
closed the borders and become more 
provincial....a sad state of affairs. We 
recommend this budget proposal be 

deleted from this year’s budget. 
The most serious dimension of the 

Governor's budget for BCC is the lack 
of any increase in the base state aid. 
With a modest estimate of the inflation 
rate of five percent, a no-increase 
budget calls for a cut of at least five 
percent to stay even. This would con- 
stitute cuts of one million dollars for BCC. 
We will be forced to downsize, as 
requested by the Governor, at a time 
when we should be providing more 
services to provide the workforce we all 
know we need to compete in a global 
economy. 
Because community colleges, BCC 

included, must obtain part of their 
funding from the local counties, any cuts 
in local assistance to the counties reduce 
funds for community colleges. There is 
little liklinood that the county can make 
up the loss in funding from the state. 

The Governor's budget also proposes 
reducing funding for specific vocational 
training courses requested by industry. 
One of the strengths of New York's 
community colleges has been their 
ability and willingness to provide 
specific training courses to help business 
and industry upgrade their workforces. 
BCC will not be able to provide even 
the same level of training offered 
currently, let alone increase those 
activities to respond to new needs. 

In summary, the Governor's budget 
would require between a five and 
seven percent cut in BCC’s budget. 
Program services will be reduced, new 
programs will not be forthcoming and 
our community will be ill served. I urge

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Plan C At BCC 
In September of 1988, Governor 

Cuomo passed legislation that called 
for all Community Colleges in the state 
to adopt a governance plan known as 
Plan C. Plan C is a way of operating 
the College. It is a plan that outlines the 
way the college administration con- 
ducts business; how we pay our bills or 
invest our money, how we coniract for 

services or keep track of personnel, how 
we conduct the day-to-day operations 
that allow a community college with 
hundreds of employees, educating 
thousands of local students, to do what 
it does. 
BCC has most recently operated 

under a modified Plan C. These mod- 
ifications are a list of conditions of 
operation and they are created and 
administered by the Broome County 
Legislature, 

In most communities legislators orgi- 
nally opted for little if any legislation 

about community college operations. 
The colleges in these communities are 
free to govern themselves via their 
Boards of Trustees and to make deci- 
sions about their budget after a total 
budget amount is appropriated by the 

county legislature. In Broome County, 
though, there are a host of cubersome 
conditions that result in duplication of 

services at the College and the County. 
This redundancy ultimately results in a

Foundation’s Annual Fund Campaign Ahead of Last Year 
The BCC Foundation’s Annual Fund 

is ahead of last year’s campaign, but 
needs a strong effort throughout the 
spring to reach its goal of $236,000, 
according to Foundation director 
Roger Hartman. At the end of January, 

$215,610 or 91% of the goal had been 
received or pledged. 
“We have had a strong response from 

our alumni and from private founda- 

tions so far,” Hartman said, “but to reach 
our goal we will need great follow 
through in all areas to June 30, the end 
of our fiscal year.” 

The Foundation’s Annual Fund 
reaches out to alumni, parents, faculty 

and staff, community friends, busi- 
nesses, private foundations and civic 
and professional organizations for 
support of its programs. 

President of the college Donald A. 
Dellow is serving as honorary chairman 
of the campaign this year, with alumni

“An important partnership can be formed

and other drugs,” added Monica Perry, BCC 
Staff Assistant-Health Educator. 

“What pleases me the most about this event 
is that when students found out about it they 
decided to form their own SAAD Chapter 
(Students Against Drunk Driving) here at BCC. 
They collected more than 50 signatures in the 
first hour,” said David Maslar, Director of 
Student Activities. “This is a great example 
of students getting involved in a cause,” Mr. 
Maslar added.

Broome Community College offers a two- 
year, college-based curriculum to prepare 
students for immediate entrance into nursing. 
Students are eligible to take the licensing 
examination for registered professional 
nurses upon graduation. Graduates are 
qualified for immediate employment in a 

variety of settings, although some elect to 
continue their education for the baccalau- 
reate and higher degrees in the nursing field.

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BCC Graduate Delivers Paper At 

oN 

International Meeting Of The 
American Chemical Society 

Patricia Beauseigneur, a graduate of 
Broome Community College’s Chemi- 
cal Engineering Technology Program, 
delivered a paper at the International 
meeting of the American Chemical 
Society in Toronto. The paper entitled, 
“The Determination of 1,1- 
Dimethylhydrazine in Apple Juice”, was 
a result of research done by Ms. Bedu- 
seigneur as a student project during her 
last semester at Broome Community 
College. 
Daminozide is a growth regulator 

used in the United States on produce 
such as apples. When mixed with water 

during the juice-making process, 
Daminozide can turn into 1, l- 
dimethylhydrazine, which is a sus- 

pected carcinogen. Currently, the 
Environmental Protection Agencies’ 
method to determine the amount of this 
suspected carcinogen in apple juice 

consists of a very complicated and time 

consuming four-step process. Ms. Beau- 
seigneur’s student project had her 

investigate a more efficient means of 
determining the concentration of 1, 1- 
Dimethylhydrazine in apple juice. The 

goal was to find a method that would 
be both fast and accurate. 

The College has already received 
requests for reprints of Patricia’s paper 
from several large research centers 

according to Dr. Harold Trimm, BCC 
Chairman of the Chemical Engineering 
Technology Program. Consumer pro- 
tection organizations and research 
centers will be able to more easily 

determine the concentration of 1, l- 
Dimethylhydrazine in apple juice 
before reaching the consumer. In 
addition, apple juice company’s are 
interested in finding more cost effective 
and less time consuming ways of 

determining the concentration of the 
suspected carcinogen in their product. 

“It was quite unusual for a graduating 
senior to have the opportunity to 

present original research at an inter- 
national meeting of the American 

Chemical Society,” added Dr. Trimm, 
Patricia is to be congratulated for the 
excellence she has shown in her studies, 
special project, and presentation.” 

All students in the BCC Chemical 
Engineering Technology Program are 
required to take on a research project 
as part of their studies. Topics are varied 
and are supervised by department 

professors. “I was always interested in 
environmental issues. It’s one of the 
reasons why I chose to do research on 
something as ordinary as apple juice. 

The project was one of the most inter- 

esting things in my course work at BCC. 
The professors including Dr. Costello 
and Dr. Trimm in the Chemical Engji- 
neering Technology Program were 
very helpful. I don't believe I would 
have received that kind of personal 

attention at a large University,” said Ms. 

Beauseigneur. 

Ms. Beauseigneur is a graduate of 
Broome Community College’s Chemi- 
cal Engineering Technology Program, 
Class of ‘88. She was drawn to the 
program at BCC after having first 
attended both a private business school 

and Penn State. “When | was attending 
Broome Community College, I also 
worked part-time, tutored at the Learn- 
ing Center and was raising my pre- 
school son. I got a lot of support from 
my husband,” said Ms. Beauseigneur.

less cost effective operation, 

In the State’s traditional way, they 
have created a new law broad enough 
to allow for local county sponsors to 

once again “modify” or add conditions 

to the new Plan C directive. Their 
reasoning: since the community col- 
leges are local county sponsored, it 
made sense to give the local legisla- 
tures the option to modify the plan as 
they saw fit to best serve their own 
communities. 

There are parts of the new state law 

though that will necessitate changes 
here at BCC. For example, the state law 
stipulates that the community college 
be given more responsibility for things 
like personnel management and fiscal 

management. It also includes provi- 
sions for the community college to hire 
its own Treasurer to oversee the new 
fiscal responsibilities of the college. 

In addition to the new state law, many 

county legislators, and county execu- 
tive Timothy Grippen support Plan C 
and autonomy for BCC. This has been 
the more important catalyst for change, 
and because of that, BCC has been 
facing the challenge of moving toward 
Plan C for quite some time now, 

Most recently, in response to a request 
from County Executive Grippen and 
legislators, the College Board of Trus- 
tees passed a proposal -- it was their 

view of Plan C. This now will become 
a working document that County and 
College representatives can use to 
create a new plan of operation for BCC. 
One that will in time allow BCC to 
operate more efficiently and effectively 

sO we can continue to serve the com- 
munity the best way possible with the 
resources we have. 
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Broome Forges 
Research Link 
With Universities 

Community colleges are not usually 

known for their research. But this is 
changing- at least at Blooome Commun- 
ity College. Five years ago the College 
created the Institute for Community 

College Research which is supported, 
in part, by a private endowment within 

the BCC Foundation. The original 

purpose of the Institute, according to its 
founding director Dr. Richard Romano, 
was to encourage research on the 
mission, outcomes and financing of the 

community college. This focus has 
recently been broadened to include 

support for faculty research which 

enhances the quality of teaching. “The 
community college is the most under- 

researched area of education,” accord- 
ing to Romano. “With over one-half of 
all freshmen in the USS. starting their 
education at the two-year college, we 
simply need to know a lot more about 
the impact that this type of education 
has on its students.” One method that 
the Institute has used to promote 

research is to invite doctoral students 
at the the nearby universities to use 

Broome as a laboratory for their own 

research, As an inducement, Broome 
offers’ graduate students a Dissertation 
Research Fellowship which gives them 
work space on the campus, access to 
selected college records, and a $500 
dissertation prize. “We had a lot of 

questions that we were interested in 

finding answers to and we assumed that 
there were graduate students who were 

looking for dissertation topics. We 
figured that this was a good way of 
getting quality research done and we 
hoped that it would forge a unique link 

between the needs of the 2-year and 
4-year colleges in our area.” To assist 

researchers, Broome has established a 
Special Collection of community col- 
lege literature in its college library. 

Broome did not have to wait long for 
its idea to take hold. A graduate student 
in sociology at Cornell University spent 
a year on the campus doing an eth- 
nographic study. The dissertation 
entitled Culture and Form: Social 

Change and the Community College 
was finished in 1988. As part of its 

program, the Institute has published a 
summary of the dissertation as a “work- 
ing paper” whichis now part of the ERIC 
system. A second dissertation entitled 

An Adaptation of Cameron's Model of 
Organizational Effectiveness at the 
Academic Department Level in Two- 
Year Community Colleges has also 
been recently completed. 
Looking for ways to encourage its 

own faculty to engage in more 
research, Broome got the University 

Center in Binghamton to offer a grad- 
uate course on the community college 
on the Broome campus and offered to 
pay the tuition for faculty who would 
enroll. More faculty signed up than 

could be accomodated and the Insti- 
tute later published one of the research 

projects as a “working paper” (one of 
the 10 such research monographs it has 
issued). Other studies underway by the 
BCC faculty will be used to supplement 
the College’s institutional research 
efforts. 

In the last few years the Institute has 

also: 

1) Sponsored a conference on “The 
Social Role of the Community College” 
which featured speakers such as 5.V. 

Martorana, Steven Zwerling, and 
George Vaughan. (Vaughan’s remarks 
were later published in the Journal, 
Feb-Mar 1988, pp 25-27.) 

2) Assisted the College in the devel- 
opment of student data base which can 

be used for research. 

The latest venture of the Institute has 
been to negotiate an agreement with 
the State University of New York at 
Binghamton, for faculty exchanges, a 

summer scholar in residence program, 
joint research projects, and graduate 
student internships. According to 
Romano, ‘the agreement is directed at 
improving the quality of teaching by 

giving the BCC faculty an opportunity 
to participate in research which is 
related to their teaching.” Eventually 
Professor Romano hopes to convince 

other community colleges in New York 
State to develop institutes similar to the 
one at Broome and then to link all of 
them together in a state-wide network. 
Much has been written lately about 

the importance of promoting a 
teacher/scholar model for community 

college faculty. At Broome they are 
developing a unique program to do just 
this. 
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Two Major Gifts 
Establish 
Endowmenis 

Two anonymous contributors, both 

previous Binghamtonians, have made 
two major gifts to the BCC Foundation 
to establish endowed funds at the 
college. These gifts are matched by the 
IBM corporation. 

The first endowment will support a 
lecture/symposia series, primarily for 
the business division. Tentative plans for 
the first lecturer are underway, with the 
possibility of a speaker being on 
campus as early as this spring. 
Asecond gift establishes an endowed 

fund which will provide income for 
nursing scholarships. The first of these 
scholarships will be awarded this May 
at the college’s annual awards ban- 
quet. The awards are based on high 
academic achievement and financial 
need. 

“The generosity of these two benefac- 
tors is appreciated very much,” college 
president Dr. Donald Dellow said. “Both 

of these gifts will serve BCC and specific 
portions of the student body for years 

to come.” 
Acknowledging the contributor’s 

particular interest in ethics in business, 
Dr. Dellow said that all students need 
to appreciate the importance of ethical 

practices in the business world. “Our 
patron understands this, and his gift will 
give us an opportunity to get the idea 
across to students. We thank both of 
these contributors and IBM for helping 
usin the two important areas of business 

and nursing.” 
These two endowed funds join 22 

others that serve BCC and its students. 
All endowed funds, with an approxi- 
mate value of $2.7 million, are man- 
aged by the BCC Foundation. 
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
