Paparelli, announced his resig-
nation from the post last Fri-
day, effective at the end of his
contract year, June 30, 1978.

In a letter addressed to all
organizations and advisors,
Paparelli stated that ‘“‘until
that date, 1 will continue to
assist you and your members
in planning and implementing
your goals and objectives. I will
be pleased to answer any ques-
tions that you might have, and

I will need your assistance to
prepare for your organization’s
future.

“It has been my pleasure to
be of assistance to you in the
past, and I hope we will main-
tain contact in the future.”

When asked why he resigned
Paparelli said,“I’ll be looking
for new -career experiences,
other challenges, dealing with
different administrative pro-
cesses....”” He also said that he
would continue to process
some of the expected out-
comes for student activities for

the remainder of his tenure as
Activities Coordinator:

TAP Revisions

The TAP student payment
application of the Higher Educ-
ation Services Corp. has been
revised extensivly for 1978-79
to make it easier for students
and their parents to apply for
tution assistance, Regents sch
scholarships and child-of-vetran
awards.

Eileen D. Dickinson,, HESC

president, said the improved
form is expected to reduce the
number- of applications con-
taining applicant errors. Erro-
"neous applications necessitate
an inquiry to the applicant,
and processing may conse-
quently be delayed.

In 1977-78, about 40 per-

cent of applications for
Tuition Assistance Program
and  Regents  Scholarship

awards contained errors. The
error rate for applications out-
side City University of New
York was 50 percent. The
CUNY applications, after pre-
processing by university staff,
had an error rate of about 20
percent.

Errors that were frequent in
the past year were: Missing or
inconsistant data on the family
income, missing social security
number or a number not agree-
ing with the students applica-
tions of previous years, skipped
or mistaken box checks con-
cerning state residence or citi-
zenship, wrong code number
for the institution where the

According to the Washing-
ton-based director of the Title
IX Equity Workshops Project
for the Council of Chief State
School Officers, Shirley
McCune, Title IX’s effects on
intercollegiate  athletics and
physical education programs
are getting the most attention
at all 20 regional workshop
sessions.

McCune said many athletic
directors and coaches have

student has enrolled, and ab-
sence of the Income Adjust-
ment Supplement form that
applicants should file if more
than one family member is a
student.

Other errors have been
failure of the student to sign
the application, and the check-
ing of a box for only one sem-
ester’s attendance when the
student actixally is attending
for a full year. A variety of er-
rors have arisen from misunder-
standing of- instructions rela-
ting to student emancipation
from parents, and to the repor-
ting of “‘other grants” that re-
duce the TAP award.

In the 1978-79 application,
instructions have been rewrit-
ten and condensed in light of
past experience, and the se-
quence and page-placements of
questions have been changed.
Larger type has been used
throughout, checkboxes have
been made more prominent,
and graphics have been em-
ployed to lead the applicant to
the next pertinent question.

Eleven question items from
the 1977-78 application have
been eliminated in the new
forms because they are un-
needed for 1978-79. Students
for example, need no longer
give an HESC identfying num-
ber- because the corporation’s

new processing system for

1978-79 identifies students

solely by social security num-

ber plus date of birth.

Printing of 1.4 million
copies of the application is in
progress and distribution is
scheduled for mid April.

Each year, students already
in the HESC files are mailed
the application, with a peel-
off identification label they
should use when filing. Add-.
itional quanities of the appl-
ication are available
through high schools and col-
leges. :

The application will have,
for the second year, an ack-
nowledgement-of-receipt-post-
card that the student may self-
address, stamp, and send with
his application.

Other Features of the
new application:

* Pre-addressed return envel-
ope with before you mail
advice to applicant.

* Emphasis on use of state
income tax forms with
line-by-line cross references

* Simplified college code list
(reduced from 543 to 448
codes; greater legibility
through grouping of codes
for multi-component
institutions.

In a meeting with Dan Aloi
of the CRIER on Tuesday,
Paparelli stressed the fact that
he didn’t want any students
fighting to get him to return.
He was adamant on this point,
saying that he would appre-

ciate the sentiment, but would
not support any such action.
When asked to comment on his
leaving CCC, Al said with a
smile,“I’'m just to expensive for
this institution. I’'m too valuble
a commodity.”

The decision concerning the
new Activities Coordinator and
Commons Director will be an-
nounced by CCC president
Donald H. Hangen at a later

date.

been expressing fears that are
unfounded. “The law is not
that unreasonable, you know.
They’re setting up some stand-
ards and saying that you have
to build some kind of balance
in_your program,” she noted.
“The federal regulation is real-
ly quite loose.”

“You can have as many
sports, you can have them in
any area you want to, you can
organize them in any way, you
can have them single sex or
mixed sex - you have many,

many options. Understanding
the options is really the key.”

At most campuses, she not-
ed, the fears really boil down
to ultimate control of athletic
programs and control of athle-
tic funding. “There’s been a
myth - the myth that football
and income-producing sports
pay for themselves,” she said.

“l think there’s only one
university where that’s really
true if you put in the total
costs. In other words, the costs
of building stadiums, the tax

bonds that go in for that, the
amount of publicity that the
university provides, which is
usually not charged against the
athletic budget, and all of the
other services that go into a
sport to produce some reven-
ue.”
