Mission: Wolf- A mission in education.

Mission: Wolf was
more than just a few
people bringing some
wolves to the Triangle
Lounge. It was an
educational lesson
about wolves living in
the wild. Mission:
Wolf was started by
Kent Weber 'and
Tracy Brooks.

In 1984, Kent was appointed by the USDA
and State Wildlife Agencies to care for a
rescued captive wolf that could not be
returned to the wild. Then, in 1985, a

. requested

that Kent
and Tracy
take a wolf
for a visit to
a third grade
class that
happened to
be studying
wolves. The teachers felt the students
learned more in a thirty-minute encounter
with a real wolf than they could have
learned in months of using videos, books
and pictures in their lessons. By 1988 the
ambassador wolf program was traveling
across thirty states‘in an attempt to keep up
witli public demand.

Kent also
mentioned that
when they
started the
program, there
were only about
900 wolves
living in the
lower 48 states.
All of them
were mostly
located in the
great lakes
region of Northeastern Minnesota and it
appeared that wolf population would never
recover anywhere else.

In the late 80’s their first programs focused
on the recovery of the highly endangered
Mexican Grey wolf. There were only 32
left in the world and all wild populations had
been wiped out. In the 1990°s Mission: Wolf
traveled nationally and made numerous
television appearances including three visits
on the set of New York’s NBC Today show
to promote and celebrate the return of wild
wolves to Yellowstone National Park and
Idaho.

Kent and Tracy arrived in the Triangle
Lounge to a very large crowd last
Thursday. It’s said that the crowd reached
upwards of two hundred people, which is
thirty percent more than usually attend most
campus events. Kent started out with a

slide show which showed the sanctuary, as well as
many of the wolves. He described the wolves as

_ relatively docile creature except, as is the case

with most any animal, when you get between them
and their food.

The appearance Kent and Tracy made at CCC
would be one of their last before they had to pack
up and take their bus back to Colorado where they
are stationed on their sanctuary. They brought
along two of their most people-friendly wolves,
Magpie and Raven. They are sisters and were
born in a fenced yard in South Carolina in 2002.

Just by listening to Kent and Tracy, you can tell
that they care very deeply about this program and
that they would sacrifice anything in their lives to
ensure the safety of the wolves. They travel the
country for a few months each year going to
schools and community centers.

Mission: Wolf hopes to encourage people from
across the country to become informed and even
to volunteer to experience what it is like to live
among the wolves and see how important it is that
we save these precious animals from extinction.
