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appropriate structure on the
850-acre campus.

Controlled by a miecro-
processor-based clock, the
carillon chimes on the hour
and half hour, as well as
plays traditional ecarillon
concerts at selected times,

The system, patented by
Maas-Rowe, greatly reduces
the amount of metal needed
to produce a bell. Miniature
cast bells are struck by
clappers and the sound is
amplified electronically.
Since the tones are produced
by actual bells, the quality
sound of large traditional
bells results., Fifteen of the
small, permanently tuned
bells are incorporated in the
Chronobell model given by
the Class of 1984.

The carillon concerts
are produced by recorded
cartridges.

Maas-Rowe carillon
systems have been installed
at the Metropolitan Opera
of New York, the U.S. Naval
Academy, the U.S. Coast
Guard Academy, SUNY at

A persistent dilemma faeing our Alumni Association centers on the perceived lack
of outbound organizational information/communication to members versus the
Association's actual lack of sufficient funds to communicate more effectively.

First master’s program approved

The College of Tech-
nology at Utica/Rome has
been authorized to award its
first master's degree. The
graduate computer and in-
formation science program
was approved by the state
Board of Regents in late
April,

Regent Emlyn Griffith
of Rome said the program
could start as soon as
Governor Mario M. Cuomo
coneurs with the board's
decision. ,

Griffith  called the
regents' action a "break-
through" for the college. "It
paves the way for graduate
programs in  engineering
technology and business and
public management."

A graduate program,
Griffith said, ‘'"receives
regents sanction only when
the undergraduate program
in that field is well re-
garded. It is significant that
SUNY College of Technology
now has authorization to
award a master's degree in
computer and information
science only four years after
receiving approval for the
bachelor's degree."

The 33-credit-hour
program. would require a
comprehensive examination
or master's thesis. Enroll-
ment projections are 10 full-
time and 50 part-time
students beginning this fall,
and 20 full-time and 70 part-
time by the fall of 1986.

Griffith said there was
a "proven need in the area
for programs for part-time
students employed in local
industries, and a special
need for Rome Air Develop-
ment Center and other or-
ganizations at Griffiss Air
Force Base."

He cited state Depart-
ment of Labor predictions

that by next year 529
computer specialists will be
needed in the upper Mohawk
Valley region and 46,320
such persons statewide.
"Over a  three-year
period, employment is pro-
jected to increase by 6.6
percent for computer spe-
cialists, as compared with
1.4 percent for all other
workers," Griffith said.

Former professor

Martin F. Horn, former-
ly an assistant professor of
criminal justice at the
college, has recently been
named superintendent of the
Hudson Correctional Facil-
ity.

Horn was at the college
from 1975 to 1977 and
served as the chairperson of
the College Assembly (which
evolved into the Faculty
Assembly). He also organ-
ized the first Law Day in
1975 and developed some of
the first correction courses
in the criminal justice pro-
gram.

Griffith said there was
no opposition to the degree
program on the part of other
colleges in upstate New
York that might be affected.

The College of Techno-~
logy, the regent said, "has
really, in a relatively short
time, established a reputa-
tion for excellence in this
field" and that authorization
to award a master's degree
is further evidence of the
college's merit.

The one campus gnd program
would also not tell the whole
story of the SUNY system
and the variety of programs
it offers.

It is proposed that the
one-millionth graduate be
symbolic, with each SUNY
campus identifying its 1985
graduation as "The Com-
mencement of the One-
Millionth SUNY Graduate."

Individual campuses are
invited to initiate their own
activities throughout the
year or follow tentative
suggestions for a University-
wide celebration.

The proposed schedule
begins the year with a pro-
clamation by the governor
declaring 1985 as "The Year
of the Millionth SUNY Grad-
uate,” and concludes in
October with a week of
campus activities open to
the community.

The College of Techno-
logy Alumni Association was
the first to endorse the
proposed "Campaign '85," a
campus-driven $1 million
campaign to increase alumni
giving and an Alumni Con-
federation-driven campaign
to raise matching funds and
challenge grants from non-
alumni sources. Before this
plan is implemented, it must
be approved by the SUNY
Board of Trustees and the
Chancellor.

Other activities under
consideration are represen-
tation at the New York
State Fair, a joint Legisla-
tive session to honor SUNY
and its alumni, publication
of a brochure about SUNY
alumni, exhibits in campus
communities, Empire State
Plaza and New York City,
and a series of state-wide
dinners honoring graduates.

Dr. Edward J. Sabol will
retire as Dean of Health
Sciences and Public Services
at the College of Technol-
ogy on July L

Three times a college
president, Dr. Sabol served
at SUNY Agricultural and
Technical College at Coble-
skill from 1961 to 1966; Sauk
Valley Community College,
Dixon, Illinois, from 1966 to
1972; and at DeVry Institute
of Technology in Chicago,
from 1972 to 1974. While at
DeVry, he also held the posi-
tion of director of resident
school operations, Bell and
Howell Schools, Chicago.

Because of his broad
academic and administrative
experience, he was chosen,
in 1974, as dean of public
services when the College
of Technology criminal jus-
tice and human service pro-
grams began. He was instru-
mental in the development
of these programs. In 1976,
his responsibilities were
broadened to include the ad-
ministration of the health
Science programs in health
services management, nurs-
ing, and medical record
administration.

Dr. Sabol began his aca-
demic career as a high
school English and business
education teacher in
Ticonderoga and Lynbrook
school systems in 1937.
After serving during World
War II in the Navy, he
became the registrar and
assistant to the academic
dean of Sampson College.
He then was appointed coor-
dinator of field services and
director of admissions for
SUNY at Albany. In 1958,
he led the expansion of the
Statewide Admissions Ex-
amination Program for all
the colleges then in the
SUNY system. From 1958 to

1961, he was the first dean
of the dJunior College of
Albany, a division of Russell
Sage College.

~ Dr. Sabol is the eurrent
president of the Northeast-
ern Association of Criminal
Justice Educators. He has
previously served as presi-
dent of the Illinois Asso-
ciation of Community and
Junior Colleges, president of
the Illinois Junior College
Administrators Association,
chairman of the Illinois
Conference on Higher Edu-
cation and chairman of the
New York State Apprentice-
ship Council.

Dr. Sabol has served on
the boards of directors of
numerous professional and
community service organiza-
tions.

He received his bache-
lor's and master's degrees
from SUNY at Albany and
his Doctorate of Education
from Columbia University.

In 1969, SUNY at Albany
honored him with the Dis-
tinguished Alumnus Award.
He is also an honorary life
member of the New York
State Congress of Parents
and Teachers.
