Final enrollment figures for 
semester are

Final enrollment figures for 
BCC have yet to be determined 
according to both Jo Van 
Wely, registrar, and Gary 
Smith, acting vice president for 
academic affairs, who said they 
were unable to comment on the 
1988 enrollment. 
However, during an Oct. 27 

faculty conference, BCC 
president Donald A. Dellow 
announced that both the 
number of full-time equivalent 
(FTE) students, and students 
attending the college are down 
from last fall's figures. 

At that time, the number of 

still uncertain 
FTE student were 3,958, 

compared to 4,078 in 1987, 
according to Dellow. 

The number of FTE students 

is directly related to both state 
aid for the college and. to 
determine the full-time status 
for tuition. 

The number of FTE and 
students at BCC, has likely 
declined further since Dellow's 

anouncement, because the 

deadline to drop classes was 
Nov. 9.

"a Consultant for daycare 
approved by trustees

The BCC Board of Trustees has given its 
approval for "the college to go forward" in hiring 
a consultant to look into the construction of an 
on-campus modular building for BCC's childcare 
service, according to John McCauley, assistant to 

the vice president for administration. 
"The Board of Trustees has approved the hiring 

of the consultant," said John Pierog, vice 
president of student affairs. "We now have 
$151,000 and we're looking at $300,000 to 
$400,000 to put a building up on campus,” he 
said. 

In the meantime, parents collected more than 
800 signatures on petitions supporting the move. 

Pierog last week asked Nancy Seliga, director 
of the Learning Curve, to draw up a budget for 
running an on-campus daycare facility. Seliga 
submitted budgets for a three-classroom and a 
five-classroom facility. Included in the budgets 
were equipment, salaries and operational costs. 

Gary Finch, director of the Faculty-Student 
Association, which runs the Learning Curve, said 
he is optimistic about the new plans. "I'm very 
positive that progress is being made," Finch said. 
"There is definitely a wide-based need for daycare 
and I'm encouraged by the support from the Board 
of Trustees and other groups.” 

David Maslar, director of student activities, 

said there has been progress in the effort to move

The final count is in and the 
Republicans are enjoying control in the 
White House for another 4 years. But 
the victory is somewhat subdued by 
what some have said is the product of 
the sleazy, issue-barren campaign. 

Several political-minded BCC 
instructors were asked to evaluate the 
1988 presidential campaign and the 
prospects for a George Bush presidency.

Patrick O'Neil, a philosophy and 
history instructor with conservative 
learnings, said the negative campaigning 
Started at the Democratic convention 
rather than with the Republicans as has 
been charged.

any." She said the campaign dealt with 
non-issues like patriotism and flag- 
waving, while real issues like the federal 

debt, the trade deficit and environmental 
issues were avoided.

Profs say campaign ‘sleazy’, ‘inane’ 
If Bush had opened dialogue on those 

issues, they would have been dealt with, 
Maniago said, but he would have had to 
talk about the Reagan administration's 
problems with the deficit. “Why 
Dukakis didn't, I don't know...I don't 
know why he gave the election 
away...maybe (at some point) he decided 
he didn't want to be president." 
Garner agreed that issues like the 

environment, radio-active defense waste 
problems and the energy crisis weren't 
talked about, perhaps because there were 
"tough choices to be made...and they 
didn't want to push the public.” 

* The public, he said, wants "quick, 

easy answers.” ; 

Maniago, who thinks that Bush will 

be fairly conservative in office, 
following Reagan closely, said she sees 
no hope of Bush controlling the deficit, 
but if he were to try, he must "cut 
spending across the board.” 

O'Neil said Bush will be conservative, 
but not as conservative as Reagan. He 
said Bush will have a hard time cutting 
the deficit because Congress is not 
likely to agree to cuts in the domestic 
budget. He said Bush needs to get bi- 
partisan panels to discuss cutting waste 
in defense and domestic areas , but not 
defense systems.

Donald A. Dellow says his most difficult task, 
since he took over as president of the college last 
March, has been dealing with the county 
legislature. 

"There was no honeymoon period for me," 
Dellow said during a recent interview covering a 
number of issues he has encountered during his 
first seven months in office. "The interim 
president got my honeymoon. I was left with the 
hard realities. It's been a trial by fire right from 
the beginning." 

Dellow, 46, took over the presidential duties 
from Murray Block, who had served as interim 
president for six months. Block had been 
appointed to the post by the state Education 
Department after the BCC Board of Trustees fired 
college president Donald W. Beattie, whose 
administratin had been marked by fractious 

‘faculty contract talks and budget wrangling with 
the Broome County Legislature. 

Although a native of New York State, Dellow 
has spent most of his education career out of the 
state. He had been a vice president for 
instructional and student aaffairs at Chipola 
Junior College in Marianna, Fla. before taking 
the BCC job. 

"The relationship with the county legislature 
has been more of a challenge than I had thought 
it would be," Dellow said. "Things like the 
budget and Plan C have been very politicized and 
that can be frustrating for an educator." 

Plan C is a policy approved by the state 
legislature last spring that will allow the 
college's Board of Trustees to decide how the 
money allocated in the county budget for the 
college is spent. Currently, the county not only 
decides on the amount given to the college, but 
also oversees individual purchases and hiring. 

"This will provide greater flexibility for the 
trustees and the college," Dellow said. He said 

the trustees are ready for the extra responsibility. 
The first thing on Dellow's agenda for the 

college is the renovation of Titchener Hall. "The 
plans have been approved in Albany," Delloy 
said. "We hope to begin in the spring.” 
Between now and the spring semester, Dellow 

said the college must hire an architect to draw up 
the specific plans and then put the job up for bid. 
John McCauley, the assistant to the vice 

president for administration, is looking into 
getting modular structures to use as classroms 
while the renovation is being done. 

Another problem facing Dellow is the issue of 
large amounts of asbestos being in the lower 
level of the library and in Titchener Hall. The 
asbestos must be removed from these areas before 
they can be used for any kind of a work 
environment.

If 
you stop that process not, it will throw off our 
schedule even more:”

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Despite warnings, many keep puffing

Cigarette smoking has been proven to 
cause many diseases, such as lung 
cancer and emphysema, and thus deadly; 
but, this is common knowledge. 

If smoking is bad for people why do 
millions do it, and why, according to 
Monica Perry, health educator for BCC, 
is cigarette smoking on the rise among 
teenagers? 

Perry suggests that it's because young 
people don't look at the long-term 
effects of smoking. Mark Winegar, 
liberal arts senior who smokes five 
packs of cigarettes a week, said he's 
aware of the health risks, but, "At this 
stage of my life, I'm not worried about 
it. I'm in good shape." 
Winegar said that if smoking directly 

made him ill, he'd quit. 

"There are times when I'll take two 
puffs and say, 'This is disgusting,’ and 
put it out. Then there are other times, 

after a good meal, after sex, when it 

tastes great," he said. 

He said when he started, at 13, there 
was peer pressure to smoke. But, today 
the pressure is the other way. "It offends 
people today," he said. "There are 
definitely some places I won't light up." 

John Marsh, radiology freshman who 
smokes about 10 packs a week, agrees. 
“"T think it's good that society is against 
smoking, because if less people start, 

less will form the habit," he said. 

Most smokers said they started 
smoking out of curiosity or merely for 
something to do, and it eventually 
became a habit. 

But the ambivalence remains. "I 
definitely urge people not to smoke," 
Marsh said. "In the same sense, though, 
I enjoy it.” 

The smokers said they didn't want to 
offend nonsmokers, who receive 

secondhand smoke which, according to 

Perry, is just as bad as smoking. Perry 
said that, for this reason, smoking 

should be banned from all public places. 
Annette Wood, an adult art freshman, 

is concerned about the secondhand 
smoke she emits when she smokes. She 
is currently trying to quit for many 
reasons. 

She doesn't want to further negatively 
harm her health. She wants to save 
money. "With the money I spend on 
cigarettes I could buy myself a new 
outfit every month," she said. And, 
most importantly, her children want her 
to stop. 
Wood makes sure to never smoke 

while her kids are in the room. 
She also says that when she is upset 

or under stress she smokes more. 

Winegar agrees, saying he smokes three 
times more than usual when he's 
nervous. 
Even though smoking is now - 

prohibited in certain areas, for example, 

on airplanes, it is still permitted in 
most public areas, and secondhand 

smoke receivers are the victims. 
Todd Rosenfield, liberal arts 

freshman, doesn't smoke and doesn't like 

it when people smoke around him. "I 
don't like smoke blown in my face," he 
said. 
He said he wouldn't like dating a girl 

who smoked, and he doesn't let people 
smoke in his car. He also said he "can't 
stand" the fact that his father smokes. 
Yet, he said that "people can do what 
they want to do.” 

Dinorah Sandoval, liberal arts senior, 
asks, "Why do people smoke? It's bad 
for your health." If someone was 
smoking near her while she was eating, 
she would move to another table rather 
than request that they stop smoking, 
though. 

Despite the public pressure, smokers 
keep on puffing. 

Paul Solian, 32, BCC employee, 
doesn't think it'll be as easy for him to 
quit. He said he’s tried to quit a few 
times and he couldn't. He smokes two 
packs a day, says buying cigarettes is 
now part of his budget, and he doesn't 
plan on stopping smoking. 

He isn't worried about smoking's 
negative health effects, either. "You 

only live once, and you have to die 
somehow," he said.

- Stevens will perform on the marimba 
selections of Bach, Tchaikovsky, and 
contemporary American composers, C. 
Stowens and John Serry. 

In a recent telephone interview, Stevens 
talked about his career and interests. "I was a 
rock and roll drummer. It was a long process 
but I started to get interested in classical 
music." 

He said he fell in love with classical music 
after hearing a recording of Tchaikovsky's 
"Romeo and Juliet.” "The marimba was love at 
first sight, “ he said. "I started out by 

practicing on the xylophone." 
Adapting music for the marimba is a 

challenge. "Playing Bach or Schuman is more 
difficult because people are used to hearing 
them in a different medium." Stevens said the 
music for the marimba is very advanced 
technically. "People have nothing to compare 
it with, especially if they've never heard it 
before. The marimba is so much more

Stevens said there appears to be a resurgence 
of interest in the marimba and many more are 
studying it. There are about 20,000 players in 
the United States. 

Stevens, who studied music at the Eastman 
School, devised his unique playing style with 
his one-handed roll and four-mallet technique. 
"Any college kid now studies it but I stumbled 
on it by accident." 
He plays on an eight foot and two inch 

marimba he himself designed from the Selmer 
Company who owns Musser Marimba's.

Ten years ago, director John 
Carpenter scared the living 
daylights out of audiences with 
his low-budget chiller 
Halloween. 

Last year, Carpenter returned 
to the horror genre with the so- 
so Prince of Darkness, and 
now he's back with a sci- 
fi/political satire picture called 
They Live. 

The, movie stars former 

wresler Roddy Piper as John 
Nada, an out-of-work, blue- 

collar stiff who has come to 
Los Angeles to find work. 
While getting his act together 
in a homeless center called 
Justiceville, Nada and his 
newfound friend Frank (Keith 
David) stumble upon a decades- 
old plot by aliens to take over 
the Earth and its resources 
through the use of a hypnotic 
form of mind control hidden 
subliminally in television ads. 
He also discovers that the 

world is really in black-and- 
white, colorized for our benefit 
by the aliens, and something 

even more scary: that 
earthlings are willing to trade 
their loyalty and support to 
invading hordes for money and 
power. 
Whoa. On paper, this sounds 

like the makings of a really 
good movie. But on the big 
screen, some of the impact is 
missing, therefore making 
They Live somewhat of a 
disappointment, especially for 
a director like Carpenter. 

The movie as a whole is 
well photographed, but the 
chances to provide tense horror 
is missing, the opportunities 
missed. The most obvious

example of this is at the very 
end when the aliens’ cover is 
blown. You don't know what's 
going to happen now, and for 
that matter, you don't really 

care. 
The performances 

compensate for these 
shortcomings. Piper, in his 
first dramatic role, shows good 
promise as a professional actor, 
and he delivers his lines 
adequately.

‘Weaveworld' 
makes you scared 
of ordinary carpet

When someone mentions the words 
"magic carpet” one immediately thinks 
back to tales of our younger years, 
conjuring up an image of a prince, 
soaring high above the spires of an 
Arabian palace upon a magical woven 
tapestry. 

This is indeed the case with Clive 
Barker's recent endeavor, Weave- 
World, released in paperback by Pocket 
Books for $4.95. To say that Weave- 
World is about a "magic carpet" would, 
in fact, be quite literally true. One could 
by no means, however, simply leave it 
to that. It is a definite effort on Barker's 
part to construct an epic fantasy novel, 
while still having connections to the 
horror genre, letting it fall into much 
the same category as Stephen King's and 
Peter Straub's The Talisman. 
Weave-World revolves around a 

carpet, a magic rug woven to encompas 

BOOK 
and conceal a magical realm inhabited 
by a race of faerie folk called the 
Seerkind. The reason for the land's 
hiding is a terrifying force simply called 
the Scourge, which, a century ago, 
destroyed much of the Seerkind and the 
land itself. 
Woven into the rug by magic, the 

Weave-world has thus remained 
dormant, guarded by a line of caretakers 
until the present. When the last of these 
caretakers dies, the responsibility is 
passed on to her: granddaughter, 
Suzanna, who is almost completely 
ignorant to the rug's properties. 

Opposing her are an array of 
characters, including Immacolata, an 
exiled Seerkind, and her two terrible 
sisters, who seek to destroy the rug. 
Aiding Immacolata is a human named 
Shadwell, who possesses a magic coat 
whose lining reflects one's most inner 
desires, making him the ultimate 
salesman. 

Shadwell, in turn, enlists the aid of a 
crooked policeman named Hobart. 
Against this menagerie, Suzanna has 
only the aid of Cal Mooney, a ratler 
mild mannered clerk who raises pigeons, 
and a growing ability to draw upon the 
force of the Menstruum, the source of 
Female magical power. 
Weave-world is one magic carpet 

ride you simply dc not want to miss.

Behind her follows a cute three- 
year-old little girl, munching 
popcorn. 

* "T'm sorry, but I couldn't 
get a babysitter,” says a young 
woman, holding tightly to the 
hand of a wide-eyed little boy. 
"Could I please pick up my 
assignments?" The teacher 
takes a few moments to give 
them to her. 

* "At least one-fourth of the 
classes I've missed so far this 
semester," says a student 
mother, "is because it's hard to 

get a regular baby-sitter I can 
afford. I don't drive a car, so I 
can't take my baby and three- 
year-old son to daycare and then 
catch a bus in time to pick 
them up." 

* "He didn't have school 
today, but I did, and I don't 
have the extra money for a 
baby-sitter. Thank goodness he 
is well-behaved and the teacher 
understands." The child sits 
quietly in the back of the 
room, drawing designs on a 
piece of paper, as his mother 
sits taking down biology 
notes. 

These scenes take place every 
day at BCC. Why is it that 
BCC -- known for its 
excellence in local education -- 
can't do something about this 
obstacle to the fulfillment of 
employees and students alike? 
Other colleges in the state of 

New York have on-campus 
daycare centers. There is 
available state and federal 
funding for such projects. 

Still, even with signed 

petitions, student rallys, 
committee meetings, and time 
and again suggestions made by 

students, employees and some 
faculty members there has been 
little progress. 

These people have a right to 
know that BCC cares as much 
about its constituents as any 
other college in the state. The 
peace of mind they will have 
knowing their children are near, 
and well-taken care of at a price 
they can afford would be 
invaluable. Once this obstacle 
is overcome, BCC parents will 
be able to concentrate more on 
their jobs and studies to better 
their lives, the lives of their 
children, and the community.

Ever since Tom Carter was a little 
kid, he was always running. "I had a 
paper route," recalls Carter. "Many of 
the honses were over a half-mile apart, 
so I decided to start running to them.” 
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on the run since childhood 
Carter, at age 36, is still running today. 

Carter is considered by many to be 
one of, if not the best, long-distance 
runners in the state. Carter's running 
achievements include winning two 
national class road races, having times 
that made the national list, and being 
considered the best runner in N. Y. State 
for a four-year period. 

His running career is far from over. 
He still competes today. He won the 
Vestal 20 kilometer run this year, 13 
years after winning it in 1976. "It's hard 
to hang in at this level for more than 10 
years," he said. Tom Carter is like the 
Jimmy Connors of long distance 
running. 
As BCC's cross country coach, he 

helps others run too. Carter is also 
intramural director and a part-time gym 
class teacher. He also runs the clock at 
BCC basketball games. ‘ 

Carter believes that anyone can be 
good runner, but the best runners have a 
perfect combination of talent and work. 

Carter got his first taste of 
competition when he joined the high 
school cross country team in 10th grade. 
Ironically, he would rather have played 
basketball or football, but he was too 

“ small for those sports. In his first ever 
competitive varsity race, he took first 
place. He said ever since he feels people 
expect him to win races. 

Carter has not become a great runner 
on talent alone. He said he has put in a 
lot of "megawork" to reach a high 
level. He runs almost every day, and 
lifts weights with the same regularity. 
When he is training for a big race, his 
workouts seem suicidal. "I would run 13 
to 15 miles in the morning," he said, 
"then come home and crash until around 
midnight, then lift weights between two 
and three in the morning."

70 Cokes a week. "I love food," he said. 
Some of Carter's hobbies reveal his 

off-the-wall personality. He was once a 
heavy partyer. He said he's never done 
drugs, but does like to drink beer. 
He enjoys hunting, but not the 

typical quarry. Reptiles, turtles, and 
snakes are some of his favorite game. 
Carter doesn't kill the animals. He said

After several successful 
scrimmages, men's basketball 
coach Herb Richmond is 
optimistic going into the 
season even though he has 
been thrown a curve. 

Mike Franck is the second 
player to be declared ineligible 
to play in the first semester due 
to a lack of transfer credits.

"I'm disappointed in the 
Mike Franck situation because 
he was a starter," Richmond 
said."
