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The Kinder Kare child care center is 
finally open! The center which has long 
been anticipated was officially opened on 
October 20th with a gala pre-celebration 
held on October 19.

Mr. Francis Battisti, Co-Director of 

Community Services for the Counseling & 
Student Developing Center, stated that his 
first involvement came about four years ago 
when a student inquired as_to why BCC 
didn’t have a child care center. It was from 
this point that the idea of the center was first 
initiated. Mr. Battisti conducted a need 
analysis with the help of the Co-operative 
Extension staff to ascertain the necessity of 
the child care center. After the need was 
established the ball got rolling with the help 
of Gino Canale, Pat Boquist, Doug Garner, 
Ed Mercincavage, Mrs, Ellen Ramano, 
Gary Reddig and a host of others. 
The director of Kinder Kare center is Ms. 

Karen Crooks, who up to a few weeks ago 
was working with the Youth Bureau. Ms. 
Crooks’ ‘staff consists of Jan Howard, 

=| Secretary; Lois Jones, Katherine Gorman, 
and Linda Fuchs, child care workers; 
Nancy Crowley, Early Childhood specialist; 
and Cindy DePue, Sue McGuane, Stephen 
Vogel, Rebecca Gracin_and Linda Pipher, 
all work study participants. A nighttime 
secretary, together with more work study 
students is expected to complete the staff. 
The center is located in the former 

' Brvome County Public Works Department 
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Building at the edge of the campus across 
from the “Y’’ Building and next to “The 
Gathering Place’. The center will open at 
quarter to eight each weekday morning and 
close at ten-fifteen in the evening. These 
hours were set up so that a student having 
an eight o’clock class could drop the child 
off and still make it to class on time. 

All students, whether full or part time, are 
eligible to take advantage of the Kinder 
Kare center aS are the Co-operative Ex- 
tension workers, and Faculty & staff 
members. It should be stressed that no child 
can be left longer than three hours during 
any twenty-four hour period. All parents 
have to pay a $5.00 registration fee for each 
child and the rate for leaving the child is 
fifty cents an hour.

Ms. Crooks stated that the center ‘will be 
an educational type of opportunity’ and that 
there will be plenty of ‘‘tender loving care”’ 
offered tc each child. Her philosophy in 
running the center is for ‘‘positive rein- 
forcement of all children‘‘. Ms. Crooks 
would also like to point out that because - | 
there are no kitchen facilities at the center 
that all parents who leave their children off 
during the noon hour should provide a 
packed lunch \for them. The center will 
provide, however, a mid-morning, mid- 
afternoon, and mid-evening snack for the 
children. 
The center, which up to last week was still 

being remodeled and having a fresh coat of 
paint applied, consists of a large play room 
for the children, a library, several 
bathrooms, a baby room, and a small room 
for the children who might want to have a 
place for ‘‘quiet’’ play. The center is in need 
of any donations that anyone cares to offer 
such as toys, cribs or children’s clothing. 
A few important facts that everyone 

should be aware of is that the center takes in 
children from two months to age 6 during 
the day and up to age eight in the evening. It 
is vital that parents call ahead and make 
reservations as the center is run on a first- 
come, first-serve basis. All parents who 
have children being bottlefed and still in 
diapers must provide the bottles, the for- 
mula and disposable diapers for the child. 
Also, an extra change of clothing’ is 
recommended for each child. 
_ The Kinder Kare center “enables BCC to. 
be comprehensive for the whole com- 
munity’”’ according to Battisti ‘‘and thus 
gives the opportunity for more people to 
make use of the college.” Mr. Battisti also 
stated that “the faculty, staff and ad- 
ministration have worked together and 
pulled something off.” Outside of the money 
approved by the County Legislature, Mr. 
Battisti pointed out that last year $600 was 
raised with the help of volunteers, the

The result would 
be more scheduling 
problems and a_ heavier 
schedule for students and 
faculty, however, a_ later 
graduation could be avoided. 

At the present time neither 
of the last two mentioned 
possibilities seem too likely. 
If indeed a drastic natural 
gas cutback is required, the 
former is the most likely 
according to Luke. 

In any case the outlook 
doesn’t seem too good. 
Temperatures in classrooms — 
will be lower than last year, 
possibly as low as 62’. The 
prognosis is for sweaters and 
heavy clothing for all.during 
the winter months on the 
BCC cdmpus.

The college’s full-time 
equivalent enrollment 
(FTE) is 3,532, which is a 12 
per cent increase over last 
year’s 3,149. -The FTE 
figures combine the number 
of full-time and part-time 
students in a way that gives 
a common denominator to 
the calculation. 

For example, five part- 
time students taking three 
credit hours each equate to 
one full-time student, 
because most full-time 
students take 15 hours of 
credit per semester.

Enrollment Highest Yet 
totals. Many students find it 
impractical to go away from 
home in light of today’s 
costs, and they have found it 
difficult to get jobs. 

“We also believe that the 
high regard-in which our 
college is held in the com- 
munity has attracted many 
of our students, as about 80- 
85 percent of our enrollment 
is from Broome County.” 

This year’s freshman class 
is also the largest in the 
college’s history, as 1,670 
students have been ad- 
mitted. This compares with 
last year’s 1,471 and is a 14 
percent increase. 

Most of the part-time 
students are enrolled in the 
college’s extensive evening 
program. There are 1,624 
taking evening courses, 
another 339 enrolled part- 
time in day classes, and 
another 65 students who 
have courses during the day 
as well as in the evening. 

The college’s official totals 
are not taken until after the 
third week of classes, so that 
early drop-outs who receive 
a tuition refund are not 
figured in and thus do not 
distort the figures.

© campus. A total of 169 units 
2 of blood was collected this 
3 time, in contrast to past 
£ blood drives in which some 
= 250 units have been collec- 
= ted. 

The Broome County Blood 
Bank processes all the blood 
collected in the Broome 
County area. Processing 
includes: forward and 
reverse typing, checking for 
the Rh factor, screening for 
a typical antibodies, 
seriology testing for 
syphillis, performing a RIA 
or Radio Immuno-assay 
and testing for hepatitis. 
These tests are mandated by 
law. Then the specimens are 
spun in high _ speed 
refrigerated centrifuges to 
separate the different 
components in the blood 
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which include: red cells, 
platelets, plasma, 
cyroprecipitate and 
leukocytes. Each component 
can be used for treating 
different illnesses, thus two 
or three individuals may 
benefit from .one unit of 
blood. The blood may then be 
stored in ‘stock in 
refrigerated compartments 
at a temperature of -85’. 
Federal Law states as of this 
date the blood may be stored 
in this condition for one year. 
All these components, plus 
whole blood, are made 
available at any time as long 
as a sufficient supply of 
blood is on hand. 
The ‘blood is free when 

received in the hospital by 
the patient. A $10 processing 
fee is charged but this is not 
for the blood itself but for the 
processing of the blood to 
prepare it for tranfusions. 
The blood collected in 

Broome County is used by 
local patients. The Blood 
Bank provides blood for all 
seven area hospitals in- 
cluding: Binghamton 
General, Lourdes Hospital, 
Binghamton Psychiatric

Forsythe Works With 
NASA Fellowship Grant

Spacecraft life support 
has been a major question 
for NASA since it began its 
manned space program in 
the 50’s. The problem of 
maintaining the breathing 
atmosphere of a spacecraft 
for the crew involves the 
storage of oxygen in suf= 
ficient quantities to sustain 
life throughout the journey. 
A long-term mission, would 
be virtually impossible if the - 

__crew had to take all of their 
‘breathing atmosphere with 
them, because of usable 
space and weight con- 
siderations. 

Mr. Robert_Forsythe, of 
BCC’s Math-Physics 
department, has been in 
volved in research on this 
question since 1969, and has 
developed the Sabatier 
Methanation reaction. This 
process involves the actual 
recycling of oxygen after it 
has been used and converted 
into carbon dioxide by the 
crew of the spacecraft. 
Mr. Forsythe explained 

the process as a combination 
and separation of certain 

elements to release the 
oxygen from carbon dioxide. 
It involves; (1) mixing 
carbon dioxide with 
hydrogen, and _ allowing 
them to flow through a 
reactor loaded with 
Ruthinium, a metal 
catalyst. The result is H20 
(water) and methane. (2) 
The H20 is passed through an 
electric current, which 
Separates it into hydrogen 

and usable oxygen (02). 
The oxygen is released into 
the cabin atmosphere for 

‘use, and the hydrogen is 
returned to the reactor. 

Mr. Forsythe is presently 
working on the final stages 
of the project, with the help 
of BCC student, Mike 
Hollenbeck. -They — are 
working to improve the 
mathematical models which 
show the rate of the reaction, 
and are organizing this data 
for journal publication in the 
near future. 

Hollenbeck is involved in 
running computer analysis 
of the data being used, and is 
employed by the Physics 
Dept. for this purpose. Mr. 
Forsythe is working on his 
own time at this point,

the students and the security 
of college property.”’ Last 
January the change was 
made from “‘rent-a-cops to 
Sheriff's Deputies” as the 
security force hired to patrol 
the mixers. Then the rule 
was established that dates 
had to be registered a day in 
advance of the mixer. Now 
students are required to 
leave identification at the 
door when they come in. 

Aside from the obvious 
concern of administrators 
for) school property 
MacGregor explains that the 
mixer must be run according 
to the rules set up by the 
Alcoholic Beverage Board 
on campus as well as the 
Alcoholic Beverage Control 
Board in Albany. ‘We're 
already getting a bad 
record,”’ he says. ‘“‘We’ve 
only had our beer license 
four or five years,’ 
MacGregor recalls, ‘‘and it 
took a lot of effort to get it.” 

Existence Of Mixers Threatened 
Also there is concern for the 
moral well-being of the 
students and their safety. 
One of the other problems 

is that of the money being 
spent to repair the damage 
done at the mixers. So far 
close to $300 has been spent 
on costly repairs for glass 
and bathroom fixtures. 
Obviously this money spent 
will be subtracted from 
some other student activity. 
There is a possibility that 

unless something is done the 
administration ‘will be 
forced to close the mixers,”’ 
MacGregor warns. Unless 
the students learn to 
“monitor themselves’? and 
learn ‘‘respect for what 
they’ve got’ they will lose 
the privilege and fun of the 
mixers. 
Mr. MacGregor wishes to

Elections Criticized 

The recent elections held by the 
USG left much to be desired. The 
organization was bad, little control 
was exercised at the polling place, 
and the scene was one of general 
disorder. 
Many of the mistakes were 

repeats of last spring when elec- 
tions were held for this year’s of- 
ficers. The elections were in- 
validated and had to be completely 
reheld. This resulted in a change in 
one office, but more importantly 
increased the negative attitude of 
students toward their student 
government. On a campus as rich 
in apathy as BCC is, such incidents 
are truly unnecessary. 

This year only one office was 
directly affected. The petition of 
the person running for the position 
of divisional representative from 
Health Sciences did not have the 

- needed number of signatures when 
the elections commenced. 
Therefore, the candidate had not 
fullfilled the constitutional 
requirements and the name should 
not have appeared on the ballot. 
Since only one person was running 
for this position, the office remains 
vacant. A representative will be 
chosen at the October 30 meeting of 
the USG as the constitution of the 
USG provides. 

Also, control over the ballots was 
poor, to say the least. First, a 
better place could have been 
chosen. The polling place was the 

sign out desk 
Building. 

There are attendants on 
duty from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. daily. 
The majority of attendants are not 
involved in the USG. Also, they 
were not briefed as to elec- 
tion procedure. The attendants 
have their own work to do in 
keeping track of equipment and 
running the Union. It was possible 
for anyone to help themselves to as 
many ballots as they wished. At 
least two students did. Two years 
ago at BCC the student government 
elections were almost invalidated 
as there was some question as to 
the number of ballots cast by 
certain members of the student 
body. 
Who was running for office was a 

question right up until the day of 
the election. The problems of the 
Health Sciences representative 
have already been established. In 
other positions the situation was 
similar. Tentative candidates 

picked up petitions only days 
before the elections. 
We suggest a single polling place 

again, but this time manned by 
USG personnel. These students 
should already know the procedure 
of elections. If they don’t they are 
in the best position to learn. 

When the time comes for elec- 
tions in the spring we hope these 
errors are corrected. Let’s learn 
from our mistakes.

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USG President Retaliates bs | 
To the Editor 

I am writing this letter in 
response to a Letter to the 
Editor published in the last 
issue of the “Fulcrum’’. 

In that letter a concerned 
student (who took the 
precaution of not identifying 
himself.) accused the USG 
of, among other things, 
being a ‘‘social club” 
composed of members that 
are “shutting or fencing out 
the student body.” Fur- 
thermore, the writer does 
not burden the reader with 
any facts; Which is un 
fortunate, since most of it is 
biased or just totally wrong. 
Beneath are several ex- 

cerpts from that text that 
illustrate what I mean: “‘We 
can increase the budgets of 
athletics and social events, 
but how can the clubs and 
the media become com- 
pletely ignored in this 
matter.”

These members. are 

elected by the groups they 
represent. Therefore, no 
group was ignored, or even 
unintentionally omitted. 

“Let’s cut down on the 
number of social events and — 
cut some of those ‘‘padded’’ 
athletic budgets.” 

- The athletic budget 
suffered the greatest 
decrease. It was about 
$47,000 last year and has 
been reduced to ap- 
proximately $37,000 this 
year.

“The student activity fee 
is being misused and -—un- 
fairly distributed.”’

Though not one of the top 
comedies of the year, Whiffs 
is funny in its own morbidly 
humorous way. 
Another film which, 

though not achieving the 
potential strength it could 
have had, yet -nevertheless 
remains a work of some 
definite merit, is Farewell, 
My Lovely (currently 
playing at the Cinema 1 in 
Binghamton). Based on one 
of Raymond Chandler’s 
numerous detective novels 
featuring private eye Philip 
Marlowe, Farewell, My 
Lovely emerges as a neat 
little melodrama-~ which 
should please nostalgia 
enthusiasts as well as fans of 
Chandler or Mitchum. 
The best thing about the 

film is Robert Mitchum’s 
presence in the role of 
Marlowe, a Marlowe far 
closer to Chandler’s literary 
creation than either 
Humphrey Bogart (in The 

Big Sleep) or Elliott Gould 
(in The Long Goodbye). 
Mitchum successfully 

captures that tired, mildly 
quipping attitude charac- 
teristic of Marlowe, the 
eternal romantic despite the 
fact that he -knows nothing 
ever works out for the good, 
particularly not his. In this 
he surpasses Bogart, who 
was too cynical, and Gould, 
who was too flippant. 
Apart from the excellence 

of choice in casting the main 
character, the film has 
several other winning 
touches which should appeal 
to audiences. One of these 
must surely be the at- 
mosphere of the film, which 
is very convincingly 
California, circa 1940. The 
clothing styles, the cars, the 
language, the sets - all 
combine to radiate the 
seedy, shadowy image of a 
murky, misty underworld 
peopled by ex-convicts, 
prostitutes, crooked cops, 
and wealthy society women. 
Representing the latter 
group is the very slinky 
Charlotte Rampling as Mrs. 
Grayle, who hires Marlowe 
to retrieve her stolen jade 
necklace. Miss Rampling 
bears some resemblance to 
the reincarnation of Lauren 
Bacall, and rasps_ out 
suggestive phrases a la Mae 
West. She adds a certain 
definite class to the film. 

The film steers quite clear 
of any phoney melodramatic 
touches, playing out the 
story straight, without doing 
it up for laughs as 
sometimes happens. All in 

‘ 

all, it’s not the jewel that 
Chinatown was, but for what 
it attempts to do, it succeeds 
- which is to bring to the 
screen a story faithful in 
spirit to the novel upon 
which it was based. A rare 
occurrence. 

A very good film, and one 
which should _ delight 
Bronson fans, Hard Times 
(currently playing at the 
Towne Theater) takes place 
in New Orleans in 1936, a 
year when people were 
relatively short on options. 
Bronson plays Chaney, a 
drifter who makes his money 
by fighting. James Coburnis 
Speed, his promoter. 
Bronson fights and, when he 
wins, he and Coburn pick up 
money. Bronson wins a lot. 
Whether he wins all the time 
is something you should find 
out for yourself. Hard Times 
is one of the best Bronson 
films I have ever seen, and 
the man has made some fine 
films. Jill Ireland, Strother 
Martin, and Maggie Blye 
make a strong and in- 
teresting supporting cast. 
There are no poor per- 
formances in this film, and 
no slow moments. And it 
features a couple of the most 
power-packed fistfights ever 
seen on film.

That’s 
Nashville, folks. Maybe. But 
certainly not the film Nash- 
ville (currently playing at 
the Vestal Theater). The 
film Nashville is not wild but

corruption as rank as any 
you’ll find anywhere else in 
America, and that your 
favorite country singer puts 
his pants on the same way 
everyone else does. I want 
everyone who didn’t know 
that to raise your hand. 

This soap opera of the 
south manages to exploit 
every conceivable  st- 
ereotype you could possibly 
hope to not come across, For 
the first time ever, this film 
tells the true details of the 
lives of The Old Man Whose 
Wife Is Dying, The Good 
Family Man Whols Really A 
Lech, The Young And Good- 
Hearted Soldier, The Kinky 
Girl From California, The 
Chatterbox From Britain, 
The Aspiring Singer Who 
Can’t Sing, The Beautiful 
Singer With A Heart of Lead, 
The Good Singer Who Is 
Suffering From Mental 
Disease, Etc., Ete.

~Alan burns up he still 
wonders whether Mitchell is 
a psychopathic or not, 

The Vivisector is a long, 
boring novel about an artist 
who spends his whole ‘life 
creating excellent work 
which never seems to Satisfy 
him. It finally leads him to 
keeping his hunchbacked 
sister as kind of a pet, and to 
paint a series of portraits 

of God which, 
never shown to the public. 

The style of writing is too 
heavy to be understood, and 
it is essentially humorless 
when it needs humor. One 
doesn’t even know what his 
last name is from one minute 
to the next, because he was 
shuttled from his_real mo- 
ther, a poor scullery maid, 
toa rich adoptive mother of 
very aristocratic bearing. 

Again, the most in- 
teresting people are the. 
fringe characters, especially 
his hunchbacked sister 
Rhoda, and degenerate 
grocer who becomes the 
subject of the artists most 
famous and talked about 
paintings who leads an air of 
reality to the proceedings.

‘Whitney Builds. 
by Dave Staff 

FULCRUM Staff Writer 

The first known white men 
to venture into the area were 
soldiers in the Revolutionary 
War. When the soldiers, 
many from the New England 
area, went home and told 
their families of the wide and 
fertile valleys of the area. 
The rivers could be used to 
drive grist mills and 
sawmills. The rivers could 
also be valuable as a route 
for marketing of their goods. 
It is thought that ap- 
proximately 250 men left 
their stoney acres of land to 
settle here. 
Among the returning 

soldiers was Captain Joseph 
Leonard, the first man to 
settle in the area. Unlike 
many of the others, he 
traveled up the Susquehanna 
River from Wyoming, 
Pennsylvania to settle just 
up the west bank of the 
Chenango River near the 
confluence of the two rivers. 
Later other families settled 
nearby and Chenango 
Village had its beginnings. 
Among these settlers were 
Colonel William Rose and his 
brothers Joshua and William 
Whitney and Ebenezer 
Greene. This is the begin 
ning of the Joshua Whitney 
story. 
The Whitney and Green 

families were relatives, as 
Joshua Whitney had married 
Ebenezer Greene’s 
daughter, Hannah. The 
Whitney family came here 
from Connecticut with a son 
who would become the 
founder of Binghamton and 
the chief of its development, 
Joshua Whitney ‘‘Jr.’’. 
However never designated 
inany reference as junior, 
any further reference to the 
father will be addressed as 
the elder. 
The elder Joshua Whitney 

built a home and established 
a store in the area. He is said 

to have been a man of wit 
and imagination. He felt that 
the area  had_ great 
possibilities of development. 
In this thought, he contacted 
William Bingham, who held 
patents on land in this area, 
and negotiated with him on 
being his land agent in this 
area. So when the elder 
Whitney ventured down the 
Susquehanna. to 
Philadelphia, for supplies, 
he began negotiations with 
Bingham but did not finalize 
the agreement. 
The younger Whitney 

ventured many times with 
his father to Philadelphia for 
supplies. The elder Whitney 
finished negotiations with 
Bingham in September of 
1798. He ventured home with 
the contract and his sup- 
plies. He sent notice to his 
son to meet him in Wilkes- 
Barre witha Durham boat to 
carry home the store goods 
he had bought. The elder 
Joshua Whitney fell ill with 
yellow fever short of his 
destination of Wilkes-Barre 
at Water Gap. The young 
Whitney arrived in time to 
see his father expire. His_ 
father was to buried quickly 
because of the malignancy of 
yellow fever. The forty-five 
year old Whitney was buried 
that night, September 26, 
1798, in Water Gap. His 
tombstone read: “In 
memory of Joshua Whitney, 
A Honorable Man but a 
Strayer in this part of the 
country .. .”. Whitney’s 
body was later transferred 
to Binghamton many years 
later. 

The young Whitney, who 
was at the time 25 years old, 
was now the head of the 
family. He was now 
responsible for his four 
younger brothers and sisters 
as his mother had died 
nearly a month before. One 
reference of young Whitney 
ability stated that he ‘‘could 
swing an axe, swim, ride a

Goose Today 
Here are some of the ordinances of the city of 

Binghamton during the year of 1865. 

“‘Any person who shall raise or fly a kite in any street of 
this city shall be punished by a fine of one dollar for each 
offense; and any person who shall play at ball in any street, 
or in the courthouse grounds or other public grounds of this 
city shall be punished by a fine of two dollars for each of- 
fense.”’ 

‘No driver of a public cart while waiting in any place in 
this city, shall snap or flourish his whip, or congregate with 
others, or scuffle and play upon the sidewalk, or stand or sit 
in the doorway or upon the platform of any building...” 

“Tt shall be unlawful for anyone to have, keep or harbor 
any dog in this city which is accustomed to how] or bark at 
night so as to disturb others after notice thereof to the 
owner or person having charge of such dog may be killed by 
any person.” 

“Tt shall be lawful for any person whomsoever to distrain 
upon and sieze any animal or goose running at large... . and 
to drive or take it to one of the public pounds of this city. For 
every animal so driven and delivered. . . the person shall be 
entitled toreceive from the poundkeeper the sum of twenty- 
five cents, and for every goose so delivered as afore said, 
the sum of ten cents.’’ 

“‘No person shall ride or drive any horse or horses or 
other animals in any of the streets or this city faster than at 
the rate of five miles an hour; nor shall any person ride nor 
drive across or on any bridge in this city faster than a 
walk.” 
“Every person who shall profanely curse or swear shall 

forfeit one dollar for every offense.” 
“No person shall cast, throw, or place any burning, part 

or piece of burning cigar or any cigar or part of a cigar on 
which there shall be any fire, on any bridge or fence in the 
city, under penalty of five dollars for each offense.”’ 

““Any person who shall leave a team in a street of this city 
without being sufficiently tied, shall be liable to a penalty of 
three dollars. Any person who shall tie or fastena team toa 
tree or lamp post . . . or shall climb, whittle, bruise or 
otherwise injure any ornamental or shade tree .. . shall 
upon conviction, be punished by a fine of not less than two 
dollars nor more than fifteen dollars.”’

Susquehanna and Chenango 
Rivers instead of Chenango 
Village. This was done as. 
Bingham patent’s did not 
cover the area ‘around 
Chenango Village but in the 
vicinity of Chenango Point. 
Plans had already been 
drawn out for lots and 
streets for Whitney to follow 
in his judgement. 
Before Whitney had 

received formal papers of 
his agreement with 
Bingham, he had men and 
teams clearing timber. 
Whitney had difficulty in 
persuading the settlers of 
Chenango Village to accept 
Chenango Point as the 
nucleus of their town. 

- Through much argument 
and even financial aid he 
encouraged the settlers to 
make Chenango Point as the 
center of the new settlement. 

His first action was to 
contract a. man named 
Elmendorf to build a bridge 
across the Chenango River. 
He felt that this was a 
necessity as a ferry would be 
toilsome. Soon streets were 
surveyed and named. 
Many of these streets still 
exist as they were laid out. 
Whitney built a house on the 
corner of Court and Water 
Streets which had lawns 
running to the Chenango 
River. The contract between 
Bingham and Whitney was 
not legally finalized until 
February 22, 1800 and not 
recorded until March 19, 1802 
for some unknown reason. 
Bingham perferred to 

have what he called “in 
dustrious Farmers’’ settling 
in his area. However many 
small businesses grew in the 
area. In 1802, Whitney 
helped in erecting the first 
county courthouse and soon 
Chenango Point became the 
co-county seat of Tioga 
County. That same year the 
first ‘turnpike was _ built 
between Chenango Point and 
Catskill on the Hudson. It 
wasn’t until 1806 when 
Broome County was founded 
by act of the New York State 
Legislature. Whitney was 
the area’s first represen- 
tative to the legislature for 
Broome County and at the 
same time was Treasurer of

of property that the dam 
crossed. He built a gristmill 
and a sawmill at the time. 
This encouraged more in 
dustries to move to our area. 
Whitney was also respon 
sible in the founding of. the 
first Episcopalian Church in | 
Chenango Village. 
A story was told about 

~ Whitney, who supported the 
church with great 
sums of money, being 
refused to purchase a pew 
with a square enclosure is 
always told. It seems that 
the aged Whitney had gained 
weight and could not fit in 
the pews. Whitney asked the 
church for permission to 
install a larger pew for 
himself. The church denied 
him and Whitney respec- 
tively did not attend church. 
Whitney traveled 

frequently to buy supplies 
for his general store in New 
York. During his journeys, 
he often met merchants and 
noted people. One wealthy 
merchant, Stephen Whitney, 
had a beautiful mansion that 
Whitney admired. Stephen 
Whitney, who was no direct 
relative, gave Joshua his 
plans for the house. Whitney 
built a magnificent home 
on a terraced knoll facing 
the Susquehanna River in 
the midst of a grove of white 
pines. The house cost four 
thousand dollars to build and 
of course was called Whitney 
Place. y 
The firstslaves in the area 

were brought to the area by 
_Joshua Whitney. They were 
exclusively used as 
household servant and to 
drive his coach. One of the 
best known slaves was 
Joshua Whitney’s slave, 
James Peterson. Peterson 
who was given his freedom 
drove the public stage for 
many -years and was well 
known and liked on his route. 

In 1804, Bingham died and 
the trustees of his estate had 
been at odds with Whitney 
and suspicious of every 
move of his. Whitney had 
sold all of Bingham land by 
1844. From that time back to 
the first day he began work — 
for Bingham, Whitney 
received as payment for

After a 125-year silence, 

Mount Baker in Washington 
is clearing its massive 

Steam has been 
boiling out of its 1600-foot- 
wide Sherman Crater since 
last March, according to the 
U.S. Geological Survey. By 
July, thousands of openings 
called fumaroles had burned 
through the surrounding 
rock, adding their steam to 
the cloud obscuring the 
mountain’s 10,778-foot peak. 

Scientists observing the 
reactivated volcano say this 
could be the prelude to a 
major eruption But Dr. 
Dwight R. Crandall of the 
Geological Survey’s Denver 
office admits that observers 
simply don’t know what will 
happen next. 
Glaciologist Dr. Mark 

Meier sees danger in a lake 
that formed as the steam 
melts the ice cavern in the 
crater. If the ice wall con. 

taining the lake collapses, he 
explains, it would send 
floods of debris-laden water 
down the slope and could 
trigger avalanches. 
The Cascade Mountain 

Range running through 
Washinton, Oregon, and 
northern California contains 
other volcanoes capable of 
flaring into renewed ac- 
tivity, reported the 
Geological Survey earlier 
this year. In addition, active 
voleanoes on both Alaska 
and Hawaii also hold the 
potential for future erup- 
tions. Mount Saint Helens 
and Lassen Peak, also in the 
Cascades, last erupted a 
little more than a century 
ago. Dr. Donald R. 
Mullineaux and Meyer 
Rubin, along with Dr. 
Crandall, recently surveyed 
Mount Saint Helens and they 
predict that it will explode 
again within the next few 
decades. 
Mount Saint Helens was 

last active in 1857, but the 
geologists say the moun 
tain’s 37,000 year history 
establishes it as the most 
active volcano in the con 
tinental United States. They 
note that while the 9,677-foot 
peak may remain dormant 
for up to five centuries, its

Manure Valuable Resource — 
Conservation News 

For a lot of us--at least the 
city slickers--the most potent 
attribute of cattle manure is 
its odor. For the farm-bred 
and organic gardeners 
among us, its . fertilizing 
qualities represent its true 
potence. And for those in the 
feedlot industry, manure 
represents first and 
foremost a potent solid 
waste disposal problem, 
amounting to an estimated 
12 to 14 million tons each 
year in the United States. 
But now, research is 

finding manure to be a 
substance far more potently 
resourceful that was ever 
expected. Not only can it be 
the source of synthesis gas, 
used in fertilizer 
manufacture as well as 
methane and ethane, but it 
also can be used to produce 
significant quantities of 
ethylene, an important 
ingredient in the 
manufacture of plastics. The 
UZ. Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) 
speculates that if the 
ethylene-producing potential 
of manure can be com- 
mercially realized, it could 
have a million-dollar value 
some day.
